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DIRECTIONS TO BOSTON OFFICE* 

 

From Logan International Airport 

 

Follow signs to exit the airport.  Take the ramp onto Route 1A South.  Take the Route 93 

North/Government Center Exit (Exit 23).  Follow Route 93 North and take the ramp 

towards Government Center.  At the stop light at the end of the ramp take a left onto 

North Street.  At the end of North Street is a set of lights.  Turn left here onto Congress 

Street.  28 State Street is one block further on your right. 

 

T Directions/Subway from Logan (about ten minutes) 

 

Take the Blue line inbound from Logan to State Street Station.  It is only two stops and 

our offices are directly across the street. 

   

 

From the North (via Zakim-Bunker Hill Bridge) 

 

Take the Callahan Tunnel to the Government Center/Logan Exit (Exit 23).  Stay to the 

right towards Government Center.  Follow road to the right through a set of lights (you 

are now on Clinton Street).  Follow Clinton Street to a set of lights and take a left onto 

North Street.  At the next set of lights, take a left onto Congress Street.  28 State Street is 

one block further on your right. 

 

 

From the South  

 

Take Route 93 North into the South Station Tunnel.  Stay in right lane and take exit 23 

towards Government Center.  At the top of the ramp, take a left onto North Street and 

follow it to the set of lights at the end.  Take a left onto Congress Street.  28 State Street 

is one block further on your right. 

 

 

From the West 

 

Take the Mass Pike to Route 93 North (Southeast Expressway).  Follow signs to 

Government Center and take Exit 23 to the end of the ramp.  Take a left onto North Street 

and follow it to the set of lights at the end.  Take a left onto Congress Street.  28 State 

Street is one block further on your right. 



 

Boston Office Security
